What is an Illicit Discharge?

Y An illicit discharge is any NON-stormwater

discharge to our storm system including our

natural waterways which damages the water
quality.

Indicators of an Illicit Discharge:
¢ Odors like: sewage, rancid/sour, sulfide,
petroleum, and slight chemical smells

° Colors like: brown, gray, yellow, green,
orange, red and slight to opaque cloudiness of

Instead, these pollutants are discharged
directly into the storm system which flows directly into
our natural waterways.
